DROWNING IN DISTRACTIONS

In today’s Gospel we hear about the wonderful miracle Jesus carries out by walking on
water. In this moment the Lord shows that he truly is God with power even over the
elements. And then he shares his gift with St Peter, inviting him to walk across the
water to meet him. For a little while Peter succeeds - but soon he takes his eyes off Jesus
and gets distracted by the storm around him. Eventually Peter loses his footing and
needs the Lord to save him.

This Gospel reminds us that when we focus on Christ we can do great things and come
close to Jesus. But when we are distracted by problems and worries we can lose sight of
God and feel as if we're sinking. Whenever we pray Jesus invites us to leave our
distractions to one side and allow him to bless us and look after us.
