BACK TO BASICS: SERVING OTHERS 

Fr Damian’s series of homilies on the basics of the Christian spiritual life continues this 

week on the theme of service.  Jesus told us that all God’s laws can be summed up by 

saying “Love God and love your neighbour as yourself”.  So just as we go to Mass, read 

the Bible and pray to deepen our love for God, we also have to love our neighbours too. 

 

Jesus also said “love one another as I have loved you”.  The Lord showed his love for us 

through service— healing the sick, forgiving sinners, feeding the hungry, and taking time 

to listen to others.  He also challenged those in authority who allowed unjust situations to 

continue.  That’s the sort of love Christians have to show.  We must be willing to serve 

others and put their needs first.  We should also care about the bigger problems facing 

the world—war, famine, environmental damage, abortion and disrespect for  

human dignity.  These issues are spiritual as well as practical.
