TRUSTING IN JESUS WHEN HOPE SEEMS LOST

Opver these final Sundays of Lent, the Gospel has given us a powerful message:
Jesus brings new life. We have heard how he offered forgiveness to the woman at
the well, sight to the man born blind, and now life itself to Lazarus, raised from the
tomb. St John presents these not merely as miracles but as signs — pointing us
toward God's promise that all of us can have our sins forgiven, our wounds healed,

and be raised to eternal life.

Yet today's Gospel carries a second lesson. Jesus delayed, and Lazarus died —
leaving his sisters heartbroken. Martha's honest, anguished faith offers us a model
for our own dark moments: "Lord, I still believe." As we enter Holy Week, may we

echo those words from our hearts.
