A CATHOLIC RESPONSE TO RECENT EVENTS

On Thursday, Bishop Alan McGuckian made a statement responding to the recent
unrest from a Catholic point of view. He wrote “My thoughts and prayers are
firstly with Stephen Ogilvie, who sustained life-changing devastating injuries in a
brutal and horrific attack on Monday evening. I also pray for his family and pay
tribute to their appeal for calm as they support Stephen.

“However, the destruction on our streets and the attacks on homes will not resolve
any underlying issues, and violence will have to give way to dialogue and
engagement. I ask that in all our parishes this weekend we pray for healing and
peace and that the sacred dignity of each human person be upheld by all.”
